Trees and plants which 
grow beside water often 
rely on water to transport 
their seeds for them.

Seeds dispersed  
by animals

Some animals and birds collect 
seeds and bury them in the 
ground, sometimes forgetting 
them. Some animals and birds 
eat berries and excrete the seed 
out again. Sticky seeds such as 
burrs stick to fur and feathers.
